Two sentences (Period)

Clause 1. Conjunctive adverb,
Clause 2

The women are amazed by the
drowned man’s enormous size.
Conseqguently, they begin to
imagine the difficult life he
must have lived in such a large
body.

Creates distinction between
ideas and can be used for a
dramatic effect

Use a period before the
conjunctive adverb and a
comma after it.

One sentence (Semicolon)

The villagers grow to admire
the drowned man; therefore,

Connects two closely related
ideas into a single sentence

Use a semicolon before the
conjunctive adverb and a
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Clause 1; conjunctive adverb,
Clause 2

they promise to make their
village worthy of him.

comma after it.

Conjunctive adverb after
subject

Clause 1. Subject, conjunctive
adverb, verb

OR

Clause 1; subject, conjunctive
adverb, verb

Emphasizes the subject and
creates an enjoyable flow by
not always having conjunctive
adverbs at the beginning of the
second clause

Put commas around the
conjunctive adverb when it
comes after the subject.
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
